Year of the Earth Ox 
 
 
 
  This report sets out to inform you of the prevailing 

influences of the year, allowing you to make the most of the 
positive energies while avoiding the negative. 
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Introduction 
 

or thousands of years the Chinese have had an understanding of their 
environment and existence that melded philosophy with science. The Chinese 
monks living in the mountains observed the universal energy and called it “Qi” 

(chi). Qi is the life force energy, the essence of life, it cannot be seen or heard, only its 
effects and influences are observed.  
 
The ancient Chinese observed how the Qi can be accumulated in a well protected 
hollow or dispersed on a windy ridge. They observed that large bodies of water can 
pool Qi and that fast flowing streams disperse it. They analysed landforms and 
reduced all landforms down to just two elements, mountain and water. These 
mountains were eroded by wind (feng) and water (shui) to provide our physical 
environment.  
 
 
“Feng Shui” later became the Chinese name for the art of managing this environment 

for the benefit of man. Assessing the quality of Qi was made through formulas and 
calculations to assess the potential of the person and their property. 

 
 
The Chinese went on to create five main studies called the 5 Arts. They consist of 
1.Mountain, 2.Medicine, 3.Divination, 4.Destiny, and 5.Physiognomy. Physiognomy 
includes the art of Feng Shui. 
  
The Chinese believe that a person is influenced in life by three levels of Qi called the 
Cosmic Trinity which is made up of Heaven, Man and Earth.  Each component of the 
Cosmic Trinity (Heaven, Man and Earth) contributes one third to the outcome of an 
individuals luck.  
 

• Heaven luck is the luck you obtain at birth, it is your destiny. It can be read 
through means of astrology (BaZi) and can show your strengths and 
weaknesses and can also foretell of events in life.   

• Man luck; this is completely left up to the control of the individual. It is your 
actions, your thoughts that create your enjoyment of life. Man can cultivate 
his own Qi and this can contribute not only to his physical health but also his 
mind energy. 

• Earth luck; this is the essence of Feng Shui, it is the influence of our living 
environment and how these surroundings can influence the quality of our 
lives.

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Outlook for 2009  
One form of Chinese astrology is BaZi, pronounced pa tzu. It translates to “Four pillars” 
(columns) but literally means 8 Chinese characters. It is a birth chart based on the year, 
month, day and hour of birth and is used to analyse the destiny of an individual. 
 
 A BaZi chart is made up of a Year, Month, Day and Hour Pillar; read from right to left. 
Each Pillar consists of a Heavenly Stem and an Earthly Branch. The Earthly Branch is 
depicted as one of the 12 Chinese zodiac animals, whilst the Heavenly Stem is an element 
which influences the animal sign. This year is the Year of the Earth Ox or in Chinese 
referred to as, “Ji” “Chou”. There hasn’t been another Earth Ox year since 1949. Below 
in Figure 1, you will find a BaZi chart that represents the actual year of 2009, which in 
Chinese astrology started on February 4th. 

 

Many people see Chinese astrology as connected with a Chinese animal sign, one for 
each year. There are many books written that simplify a person’s chart down to just one 
yearly animal sign and give that animal a character trait. You will see from the chart 
above that there is more to Astrology than just focusing on your year of birth.  Your chart 
is comprised of four animal signs (called branches) plus a relationship of elements (called 
stems), this total combination and interaction between the elements is read as your 
personality type, and is then used to predict future events. For prediction purposes, the 
year pillar does give a good indication of the nature of things the coming year will bring, 
as the annual influences impact your year branch first. 
By looking at the BaZi chart for this year, Figure 1, it shows stagnation for the year for 
the metal element and thereby metal industries will be negatively affected. The money is

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“stuck in the mud” so financially the year will suffer. Stock markets will seem to start off 
well, then slump midterm with a rise towards the end of the year. It is a time to use 
caution with investments, looking for long term investments rather than short term gains. 
Industries that will find the year the most challenging are the automotive, machinery, 
financial and legal professions.

In the table above, Figure 2, you will find your personal BaZi information. It shows your 
branch animal sign and influencing stem element for each pillar of your chart i.e. year, 
month, day and hour. You will also notice that the traditional Chinese representation of 
your sign is included in brackets.  
Below is an overview of the year ahead for each animal sign. To read your outlook for 
this year, find your corresponding animal sign below. Your personal chart will no doubt 
be made up of a few different animal signs. If a particular animal sign is present anywhere 
in your chart it will still herald the predicted outcome but will have a varying degree 
depending on where it is found in your chart. The most impact will be on your year pillar 
animal.  
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The twelve animal signs for 2009
